Chief Executive Officer Report

CEO Ralston reported on the continued coordinated efforts with Ventura County Special
Districts Association, California Special Districts Association, and Association of California
Health Care Districts, in petitioning for the inclusion of all special districts in the second
round of COVID relief funding from the state ARPA. Relief funding to date has been
provided to states, counties, and cities. The ARPA funding provides a method for the state
to reimburse special districts for the losses incurred during their essential services during
COVID-19. Most special districts have not been included in any of the relief funding
legislation; ports and harbor districts have been included to some degree.

Ms. Ralston reported that District reopening efforts continue, and will follow guidelines
and recommendations of the VCPH, which announced they will follow the guidance of the
California Public Health Department. Many District programs continue to come back into
service following nearly 14 months of closure or virtual option only. Capacity restriction,
masking, and social distancing requirements will continue to dictate some of the reopening
structure.
